Each District may make one Leader Award per calendar year. 
Awards may be made to volunteers aged 18+ who work with the Rainbow or Brownie sections. It is not expected that these awards are given to Guide or Ranger volunteers who should be nominated for Jack Petchey Leader Awards.
Volunteers should have worked with a Unit(s) in the District for a minimum of 1 year
Nominations should be made on the attached nomination form and submitted to the County Awards Co-ordinator lswawards@gmail.com for information by 31 October each year.
Nominations should be approved by a minimum of 2 members of the District and confirmed by the District Commissioner or District Team.
Each winning volunteer will receive a badge, certificate and £300 from County towards an event or equipment for the benefit of Rainbows or Brownies in a Unit or District. 
Awards should be presented by the District or County Commissioner at a special event.
The grant request form should be submitted to the county treasurer in order to arrange payment of grant.
Receipts should be submitted to the County Treasurer within 1 year of the award being agreed.
